2. Logistics and Transportation Sector

o Polypropylene labels: Scratch-resistant, waterproof, and weatherproof, perfect for
tracking goods.
» Reflective material labels: Improve visibility in low-light environments.

3. Retail and Commercial Sector

+ Matte or glossy self-adhesive paper labels: Perfect for products that require high-
quality printing and presentation.

» Flexible vinyl labels: Withstand frequent handling while maintaining QR code
readability.

o Aluminum or stainless steel labels: |deal for extreme temperature conditions or
exposure to harsh chemicals.
